Tenant-Greensboro Housing Coalition Agreement

Greensboro Housing Coalition is checking rental homes for pest infestations and advising both tenants and property owners about what each needs to do to eliminate pests such as cockroaches, mice, and rats without poisonous pesticides. With the Alliance for Healthy Homes, we are conducting this community-based research funded by the US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) to demonstrate that tenants, property owners, and pest management professionals can correct pest infestations through integrated pest management.

This agreement between____________________ and Greensboro Housing Coalition describes what each of us will do.  

The Greensboro Housing Coalition will: 

· Check your home for pest infestation (without harming anyone or damaging your home or belongings) and provide a report of the results of our investigation and recommendations. If we collect dust samples with a vacuum cleaner and send them to a lab, we will provide the lab report to you.  If we need to take photographs, we will seek your permission first. 
· Interview you about past and present pest problems, pesticide use, and related issues; 
· Show you ways to eliminate any pest infestation and harborage from your home;
· Involve you, the property owner/building management, other tenants, and pest elimination experts in “integrated pest management,” which is a cooperative effort to safely eliminate pests from the building while minimizing the use of toxic chemicals;
· Monitor and support the property owner in complying with the attached agreement, which includes a moratorium on reporting tenants for code violations related to housekeeping during the first six months of the study, and our provision to the property owner of a copy of our report to you regarding your unit.
· Put you in touch with other residents who are concerned about health hazards in housing and, if needed, refer you to code enforcement, legal services, or other agencies that may be able to help see that hazards are corrected.  \

The Tenant agrees:

· You can check my home for pest infestation; meet with me, explain the results of your investigation and recommendations, show me ways to eliminate any pest infestation and harborage from my home; interview me about pests, pesticide use, and related issues; discuss other options for getting the problem fixed.  If I am not home, I authorize ____________________ to let you in and speak with you.
· I will participate in a cooperative effort to safely eliminate pests from the entire building by working with you, the property owner/building management, other tenants, and pest elimination experts as we each do our share to reduce the presence of pests. Within my own home, I will perform recommended cleaning, storage, and other steps, and not use toxic chemicals to address pests except in consultation with GHC.  
· I understand that the property owner has agreed to the attached agreement, which includes a moratorium on reporting me for tenant code violations related to housekeeping during the first six months of the study, and that you will provide to the property owner of a copy of your report to me regarding my unit. I will not report the property owner for code violations related to infestation during the first six  months of the study.
· I understand that the Alliance for Healthy Homes (AFHH), the National Center for Healthy Housing (NCHH), and the funding source for this work - the US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) - will have access to information that you collect, including the address of my home, to track results and learn from this information. As long as you do not identify my name or address to any entity other than the AFHH, NCHH, and HUD, you may use results from my home for the study.
