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What is it?

You can’t taste it, you can’t smell it, you can’t see it, but you might be breathing it. Radon is a natural radioactive gas released from the ground when uranium decays.
Why is it important to learn about radon?
To protect you and your family. Radon is the leading cause of lung cancer among non-smokers, and it is the second leading cause of lung cancer in America.
What can you do?

Radon is a health risk when the gas is able to enter a building and build-up indoors. It is important to test for radon – the resources below can assist you in obtaining radon test kits.
